
Ullswater YC Cruiser & Keelboat Weekend  
Notice of Race 

25th and 26th August 2018 
1. RULES 

1.1. The racing will be governed by the rules as defined in ‘The Racing Rules of Sailing 
2017 - 2020’ (RRS), the Prescriptions of the RYA, the relevant Class Rules, this NOR 
and the Sailing Instructions in ascending order. 

1.2. The organising authority will be UYC Ltd in conjunction with the relevant Class 
Association(s) and / or Governing Body (ies). 

1.3. Competitors should note that UYC ltd operate the RYA Racing Charter and they will 
be expected to sail in compliance with the Charter. 

1.4. The sailing instructions may also change other racing rules.  
 

2. ADVERTISING 
2.1. Boats may be required to display advertising chosen and supplied by the organising 

authority. 
 

3. ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY 
3.1. The Regatta is open to all classes of Cruisers and Keelboats and will be run using the 

Portsmouth Yardstick (PY) handicap system. 
3.2. Class measurement certificates may be required to be produced. 
3.3. Entries should be made using the Event Entry Form available at Registration in the 

clubhouse on the first day of the event up to 11.30. The Sailing Committee reserves 
the right to refuse entries after this time. 

3.4. Competitors, including support teams, coaches, instructors, rescue crews and 
immediate and families etc., shall consider themselves visitors/temporary members 
of UYC for the duration of the event and also the Bank Holiday Monday of 27th 
August 2018. Visitors not directly connected with a boat entered into the event will 
be required to pay a temporary visitor fee.  
 

4. FEES 
4.1. Entry fees for visitors will be £35.00 for Cruisers Full Sails (includes Spinnaker) and 

Keelboats, £25 for Cruisers White Sails and £15 for Traditional Day Boats.   
4.2. There is no entry fee for members of UYC. 

 

5. OTHER FEES 
5.1. Fees for visitor camping for the Weekend (Friday through Sunday night) are: 
 

Large Tent / Trailer Tent £10.00 per night 

Medium Tent £7.50 per night 

Small Tent £5.00 per night 

Motor Home / Camper Van £20.00 per night 

Large 3+ axle Motor Home £25.00 per night 



 
5.2. Cheques shall be made payable to ‘Ullswater Yacht Club Ltd’; UYC also accepts 

Debit/Credit card payments. Refunds will be at the discretion of UYC. 
 

6. SCHEDULE 
6.1. 5 Races are scheduled over two days for Cruisers Full Sails and Keelboats. 
6.2. 3 Races are scheduled over two days for Cruisers White Sails 
6.3. 2 Races are scheduled over two days for Traditional Day Boats with the Start and 

Finish being from Glenridding Sailing Centre. These will be to a turning mark in the 
vicinity of Birkett Crag wind permitting. 

6.4. Registration will be in the UYC Clubhouse on Event Saturday from 10.00 to 11.30 
and for Traditional Day Boats at the Glenridding Sailing Centre. . 

6.5. Competitors briefing will be held at the UYC Race Office on Event Saturday at 11:45 
and the Glenridding Sailing Centre at 12:15.  

6.6. The warning signal for the first race on the 25th August with not be before 12.30 
6.7. The warning signal for the first race on the 26th August will not be before 10.30 
6.8. The warning signal for the last race on the 26th August will not be later than 15.00 
6.9. It is anticipated that the following separate water based starts will be used 

6.9.1. Keelboats General (VX-One, Tempest Northern Championships and Others) 
6.9.2. FF15’s (their Open Meeting as part of the Lakeland Grand Prix Series) 
6.9.3. Cruisers (depending on numbers might be split into Full and White Sails) 
6.9.4. Traditional Day Boats  

6.10. The organisers may combine, divide or add classes depending on the number of 
entries 

6.11. The duration of each race will be approximately 50 minutes for Cruisers Full Sails 
and Keelboats and 80 minutes for Cruiser White Sails.   

6.12. The number of races completed to constitute a series will be 2.  
6.13. A boat’s series score where more than 2 races are completed is shown in the table 

below 
6.14. Scoring will be the low points scoring system of Appendix ‘A’.

7. SAILING INSTRUCTIONS 
7.1. The Sailing Instructions will be available at Registration and on the UYC website 

 

8. Venue 
8.1. UYC is situated on the north east shore of the lake approximately two miles from 

Pooley Bridge on the Howtown Road. 
 

9. COURSES 
9.1. Courses will be displayed on the Notice Board or on the Committee Boat before the 

start of each race.  
 



10. PRIZES AND TROPHIES 
10.1. Prizes and trophies will be awarded in proportion to the number of entries in each 

Class. 
10.2. The Tempest Class are using this event as their Northern Championships and the 

Trophy for this will be presented to the 1st Tempest. 
10.3. The FF15 Class are using this event as one of their Lakeland Grand Prix events. For 

these events prizes are also awarded to the subdivisions of Open, Silver and Classic.   
10.4. The prize giving will be held at the UYC Clubhouse on the final day, approximately 

one hour after the last boat finishes, subject to protests. We will endeavour to hold 
this as close to 16:00 as possible but no later than 17:00. 
 

11. DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY 
11.1. Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See rule 4, Decision 

to Race. The organizing authority will not accept any liability for material damage or 
personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after 
the regatta. 
 

12. INSURANCE 
12.1. All competitors shall warrant that they are covered by adequate third party 

insurance cover of £2m. 
 

13. FURTHER INFORMATION 
13.1. Refreshments will be available from the galley during the weekend. 
13.2. Cooked breakfasts, bacon and sausage rolls will be available from 09.00am each 

day. 
13.3. Light lunches and snacks available on Saturday 
13.4. An evening meal will be available on Saturday evening and must be booked at 

registration 
13.5. Pre-ordered lunch available on Sunday 
13.6. An after racing BBQ on Sunday will be available from 16:00 through to 19:30. For 

only £7.00 per head you will get a Burger, a Sausage, a Chicken Fillet Breast, Tomato 
and Onion Salad, Potato Salad, Cucumber Salad and Mixed Leaf. Tickets can be 
bought from the Galley on the Saturday.
